Driving & fairway tesTs

Note: Kaneohe Klipper practice range headwinds of approx. 20 mph.  To account for this, subtract 1% of the distance for every mph of headwind. Min.driving distance=150yds, headwind=20 mph. Headwind adjustment =   -30yrds 150-30=120 yards. Same for fairway.

No special measuring equipment is required.  Cones or flags can be used to indicate scoring area.  If setting up at the practice range, get the approval from the starter to have hitting on the range stopped for 10 minutes while the cones of flags are placed. 
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Always Remember !

Safety of the junior golfers and all other golfers, parents, observers, maintenance personnel, etc. is the PARAMOUNT concern.  ALWAYS err on the side of safety rather than trying to squeeze something in or hurry anything.

PGA Medalist Testing and Set-up Guide
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PGA Medalist  

Golf is evaluated in terms of distance and direction.  The PGA Medalist program is designed to measure both of these factors in each of the six skill areas by establishing appropriate target parameters based on the distance requirement of the shot.   

Each skill consists of playing 10 shots to a specific target area.  The number of successful shots is a measure of the junior’s current golfing ability.   

The PGA medalist tester is someone who in the absence of the PGA Professional, can set up and administer the PGA Medalist testing regimen.

Individual testing is fairly simple while group testing provides a different set of challenges such as inactivity and accurate documentation. Fair inter-personal skills will help manage time and earn respect from the players.  Be organized and be one step ahead of the present activity.  

Pitching and Chipping

Note:  1.  A CHIP is in the air less and has more roll while a PITCH is in the air more and has less roll.  2.  Chipping and Pitching are two separate tests and levels.  One could qualify for chipping but not pitching.

Set-up and test:
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You’ll notice the different distances and different circle circumferences for each skill level.  For example:  A player can achieve; Short-Gold, Medium-Gold, and Long-Bronze.  They only need to satisfy the accuracy requirements for each distance.

When CHIPPING, the junior will use a 5-7 or 8-iron. When PITCHING, Use 9-PW or SW because the player needs to account for the requirement to fly the ball over a restraining line and end up within the circle to count as a successful attempt.

For scoring, allow 10 attempts and document successful attempts.  For unsuccessful attempts, use an arrow to indicate the finishing position of the ball: long, short, right, left 

PuTTING

Note: The accuracy and long distance tests must be successfully accomplished in order qualify.

Set-up and test:
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Long Putt:  Use 2 tee’s 25 feet apart.  Players take turns hitting 10 putts towards the marker.  Any part of the ball inside the leather counts as a successful attempt.   

Short Putt:  Using the set-up diagram, place a tee at the determined distance and count the attempts that go in the hole.
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
